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From our
Pastor’s Desk

Dear Family:

In today’s gospel we hear Luke’s version of the Beatitudes. They
may sound familiar but not quite what we are used to hearing. That
is because, like many passages in the gospels, it is told in multiple
gospels. In the case of the Beatitudes, Matthew’s version found
in Chapter 5, verses 1 — 12 is the most commonly used version
of the Beatitudes.

While Matthew’s version of the Beatitudes is the most common,
Luke also provides a list of Beatitudes. However, Luke does it a little
differently. Matthewlists eight beatitudes, all expressed in the positive
(“blessed are they”). Luke offers four Beatitudes in the positive that
parallel Matthew’s but then Luke does something different. He offers
four woes (“woe to you”).

This helps emphasize a recurring theme found throughout Luke’s
Gospel known as “the reversal of fortune.” God gives the wealth of the
Kingdom of God to the poor while those who have made themselves
rich may not receive the riches of the Kingdom of God. Yet, in reality
it is not about how rich or poor we are in material wealth that God is
looking for. As Luke sees it, the rich think they are self-made people
and have done it on their own. In their own eyes, they do not need
God’s or anyone else’s help. On the other hand, the poor learn to
realize that material things are not the most important. In “hungry”,
they turn to God to “be satisfied.”

Does this make it bad to be “rich”? Not if the rich realize that they
cannot really be satisfied by the earthly riches. We are not created
to be “rich.” We are created to know God and to be loved by God.
Sometimes, the rich do come to realize that their wealth is not what
is most important. Then, they can use their wealth to help others
because they no longer hoard it.

What about the poor? Do all poor people know the love of God in their
lives? Unfortunately, no. This can happen because their lack of basic
necessities in life leads them to think that no one cares about them,
including God. Therefore, for them to be evangelized successfully,
it is necessary to first meet them where they are and provide them
with the basic necessities of life. Once they know that someone
cares, that someone loves them, then we can talk to them about God’s
love for them.

God is on the side of the poor and marginalized rather than the rich
and powerful. The prospect that God will intervene to reverse the
present social setup makes it better even now to be poor, hungry,
weeping and reviled rather than rich, full, etc. Jesus is not endorsing
poverty or hunger as though they were good things in themselves.
In themselves they are evils to be eradicated. He is insisting that
what most people reckon to be advantages and disadvantages are
relativized and indeed reversed in view of a particular vision of God,
a God who has pledged to act on behalf of the poor and marginalized
rather than the rich and well off. What the Beatitudes basically call for
is a preparedness to be vulnerable in the light of this understanding
of God and God’s faithfulness.

The first reading from the Book of Jeremiah can help us get the tone
of what Jesus is trying to tell us. Jeremiah is not trying to provide
us with a list of beatitudes or woes, but he is trying to help us live
with the right focus. When we focus on material things or in human
effort, Jeremiah reminds us, “Cursed is the one who trusts in human
beings, who seeks strength in flesh, whose heart turns away from the
Lord.” We should be able to trust in human beings and to seek help
for one another but not over God. God is the one who determines
what is good or evil. It is the will of God that we should focus on, not
what other humans think.

Jeremiah also reminds us that God is the one where we find
“satisfaction” when he writes, “Blessed is the one who trusts in the
Lord, whose hope is the Lord.” I want to make a special note here
when he says, “whose hope is the Lord.” It is in the very nature of
God that we find hope. Perhaps one of the most important words
in this passage from Jeremiah today is “trusts.” Sometimes human
beings lead us astray into sin. God will never lead us astray if we truly
listen to him. Human beings may promise to do something for us but
may not or they may only be interested in doing something for us as
long as it is beneficial to them. God receives no benefit from us. God
helps us not for his own benefit but for ours because He loves us. We
can trust in God because of his perfect sacrificial love for us. When
we see God’s love in Jesus on the Cross, we know Jesus is the one
where we should place our roots. God gives us living waters through
the Holy Spirit.

In the second reading, St. Paul equally makes the same point. Our
hope must not be totally placed on this world or on our efforts alone,
but on Christ who through his resurrection has strengthened our
hope of eternity. Hence, St. Paul tells us: “If for this life only we have
hoped in Christ, we are the most pitiable people of all.” In other words,
life does not end here. There is something beyond this world, and
only our hope in the resurrected Christ will take us there. Simply put,
our journey with Christ does not end here, it transcends this world.

Finally, the good news for us today is simple: nothing in this world
can rob us of our peace of mind and interior joy, because our trust
is not in this world, nor in man. Rather, our trust is in the crucified
and risen Christ, the savior and hope of the world. The psalmist
summarized this good news for us: “Blessed are those who hope
in the Lord.” In other words, “Happy the man who has placed
his trust in the Lord.”

Consequently, dear family, let us put our trust in God, the Lord who
always makes us One Body, One Spirit, One Family! Blessed Virgin
Mary, Saint Katharine Drexel, Saint Michael the Archangel, Pope
Saint Pius X and Blessed Dr. José Gregorio Hernandez, pray for us.

Querida familia:

En el evangelio de hoy escuchamos la versién de Lucas de las
Bienaventuranzas. Puede que nos suenen familiares, pero no son
exactamente a las que estamos acostumbrados a escuchar. Esto se
debe a que, como muchos pasajes de los evangelios, se narra en
varios de ellos. En el caso de las Bienaventuranzas, la version de
Mateo que se encuentra en los primeros doce versiculos del capitulo
cinco, es la version mas conocida y utilizada.

Sibien la versién de Mateo de las Bienaventuranzas es la mas
comun, Lucas también proporciona una lista de Bienaventuranzas.
Sin embargo, Lucas lo hace un poco diferente. Mateo enumera ocho
bienaventuranzas, todas expresadas en positivo ("felices sean").
Lucas ofrece cuatro bienaventuranzas en positivo que son paralelas
alas de Mateo, pero luego Lucas hace algo diferente. Ofrece cuatro
advertencias ("ay de ustedes").

Esto ayuda a enfatizar un tema recurrente que se encuentra en todo
el Evangelio de Lucas conocido como "el cambio de fortuna". Dios
da la riqueza del Reino de Dios a los pobres, mientras que aquellos
que se han enriquecido pueden no recibir las riquezas del Reino de
Dios. Sin embargo, en realidad, Dios no busca que seamos ricos o
pobres en riquezas materiales. Segtin Lucas, los ricos piensan que
son personas que se han hecho a si mismas y que lo han logrado
por si mismas. A sus propios 0jos, no necesitan la ayuda de Dios ni
de nadie maés. Por otro lado, los pobres aprenden a darse cuenta de
que las cosas materiales no son lo mdas importante. Cuando tienen
“hambre”, se vuelven a Dios para “ser satisfechos”.

¢Es malo ser “rico”? No, si los ricos se dan cuenta de que no pueden
estar realmente satisfechos con las riquezas terrenales. No fuimos
creados para ser “ricos”. Fuimos creados para conocer a Dios y ser
amados por El. A veces, los ricos llegan a darse cuenta de que su
riqueza no es lo mas importante. Entonces, pueden usar su riqueza
para ayudar a los demds porque ya no la acumulan.

¢Qué pasa con los pobres? ;Conocen todos los pobres el amor

de Dios en sus vidas? Lamentablemente, no. Esto puede suceder
porque su falta de necesidades basicas en la vida los lleva a pensar
que nadie se preocupa por ellos, incluido Dios. Por lo tanto, para
que su evangelizacidn tenga éxito, es necesario primero ir a su
encuentro y darles las necesidades basicas de la vida. Una vez

que saben que alguien se preocupa por ellos, que alguien los ama,
entonces podemos hablarles del amor de Dios por ellos.

Dios esta del lado de los pobres y marginados en lugar del de los
ricos y poderosos. La perspectiva de que Dios intervenga para
revertir la actual configuracion social hace que sea mejor, incluso
ahora, ser pobre, hambriento, lloroso y despreciado en lugar de
rico, saciado, etc. Jesus no esta apoyando la pobreza o el hambre
como si fueran cosas buenas en si mismas. En si mismas son males
que deben ser erradicados. El insiste en que lo que la mayoria de
la gente considera ventajas y desventajas se relativizan e incluso
se invierten en vista de una visidn particular de Dios, un Dios que
se ha comprometido a actuar en favor de los pobres y marginados
en lugar de los ricos y acomodados. Lo que las Bienaventuranzas
béasicamente exigen es una preparacion para ser vulnerables a la
luz de esta comprension de Dios y de su fidelidad.

La primera lectura del libro de Jeremias puede ayudarnos a

captar el tono de lo que Jesus esta tratando de decir. Jeremias no
estd tratando de proporcionarnos una lista de bienaventuranzas

o aflicciones, sino que esta tratando de ayudarnos a vivir con el
enfoque correcto. Cuando nos centramos en las cosas materiales o
en el esfuerzo humano, Jeremias nos recuerda: “Maldito el hombre
que confia en el hombre, que en el pone su fuerza y aparta del Sefior
su corazén”. Debemos ser capaces de confiar en los seres humanos
y buscar ayuda para los demas, pero no por encima de Dios. Dios es
quien determina lo que es bueno o malo. Es la voluntad de Dios en lo
que debemos centrarnos, no en lo que otros humanos piensen.

Jeremias también nos recuerda que Dios es aquel en quien
encontramos “satisfaccién” cuando escribe: “Bendito el hombre que
confia en el Senor, y en él pone su esperanza”. Quiero hacer notar
de una manera especial esto que dice: “y en él pone su esperanza”.
Estd en la naturaleza misma de Dios que encontremos esperanza.
Tal vez una de las palabras mas importantes en este pasaje de
Jeremias de hoy es “confia”. A veces los seres humanos nos llevan
por mal camino hacia el pecado. Dios nunca nos llevara por mal
camino si realmente lo escuchamos. Los seres humanos pueden
prometer hacer algo por nosotros, pero puede que no lo hagan o
que solo estén interesados en hacer algo por nosotros mientras

sea beneficioso para ellos. Dios no recibe ningtin beneficio de
nosotros. Dios nos ayuda no para su propio beneficio sino para el
nuestro porque nos ama. Podemos confiar en Dios debido a su amor
sacrificial perfecto por nosotros. Cuando vemos el amor de Dios en
Jesus en la Cruz, sabemos que Jesus es aquel en quien debemos
poner nuestras raices. Dios nos da agua viva a través del Espiritu
Santo.

En la segunda lectura, San Pablo también hace la misma
observacion. Nuestra esperanza no debe estar totalmente puesta
en este mundo o en nuestros esfuerzos solamente, sino en Cristo
quien a través de su resurreccion ha fortalecido nuestra esperanza
de eternidad. Por eso, San Pablo nos dice: “Si nuestra esperanza

en Cristo se redujera tan solo a las cosas de esta vida, seriamos los
mas infelices de todos”. En otras palabras, la vida no termina aqui.
Hay algo mads alla de este mundo, y sélo nuestra esperanza en Cristo
resucitado nos llevara alli. En pocas palabras, nuestro viaje con
Cristo no termina aqui, transciende este mundo.

Finalmente, la buena noticia para nosotros hoy es simple, nada en
este mundo puede robarnos nuestra paz mental y alegria interior,
porque nuestra confianza no esta en este mundo, ni en el hombre.
M4s bien, nuestra confianza esta en Cristo crucificado y resucitado,
el salvador y la esperanza del mundo. El salmista resumio esta
buena noticia para nosotros: “Dichoso el hombre que confia en

el Senior”. En otras palabras, “Feliz el hombre que ha puesto su
confianza en el Sefior”.

Consecuentemente, querida familia, pongamos nuestra confianza
en Dios, el Sefnor que siempre nos hace jUn Cuerpo, Un Espiritu,
Una Familia! Santisima Virgen Maria, Santa Katharine Drexel,
San Miguel Arcangel, Papa San Pio X y el Beato Dr. José Gregorio
Hernandez, rueguen por nosotros.

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Saint of the week

St. Peter Damian

St. Peter Damian was born in 1007, in Ravenna, Italy. He lost his parents
when he was very young, he was left in the care of a brother who did not
treat him well. Another brother, archpriest of Ravenna, took pity on him and
took charge of his education. At his side, Peter felt like a son, which is why he
decided to take this brother’s name, “Damiani” as his surname.

Damian sent the boy to school, first at Faenza and then at Parma. He proved
an apt pupil and became in time a master and a professor of great ability.
He showed an increasing inclination to prayer, meditation and fasting while
at the same time being generous with those whom God loved the most ---
the poor. The saint shared his food with those who were hungry, welcoming
them into his home.

Peter Damian’s spiritual journey began with the Benedictines. Enthused by
the reform of St. Romuald (951-1027), he became a monk in the monastery
of Fonte Avellana. Moved by a very great fervor, Peter devoted himself to the
practice of the harshest disciplines and rigors. He wore sackcloth and fed
himself with only bread and water. His body became weakened which made
him realize that in most cases being patient can be the best penance.

On the death of the abbot of the monastery of Fonte Avellana, Peter took
over as prior. His desire to strengthen and improve the life of the monks
was solidified in reforms that yielded good results. He founded five more
communities of Benedictine hermits while encouraging the monks to
always seek the spirit of silence, charity, and humility. St. Dominic Loricato
and St. John of Lodi, his disciples, are sons of those reforms.

In 1057 Peter Damian was created cardinal and bishop of Ostia, renouncing
what pleased him most: his life in silence and solitude.

His good name became known to all, and he considerably increased the
contact he already had with the Roman Curia, and even with the pope. He
wrote numerous letters criticizing “simony” — the purchase of spiritual
goods as if they were material goods, which included ecclesiastical offices,
performance of sacraments, sacramentals, the trade of relics, and promises
of prayer.

He wrote the so-called Book of Gomorrah (a title alluding to the Old
Testament city of Gomorrah) and spoke out strongly against the impure
customs of his time. He also wrote about the duties of clerics and monks, to
whom he recommended spiritual discipline rather than prolonged fasting.

“It is impossible to restore discipline once it has fallen into decay; if we,
through negligence, allow the rules to fall into disuse, future generations
will not be able to return to the primitive observance. Let us guard against
incurring such a fault and let us faithfully transmit to our successors the
legacy of our predecessors,” the saint wrote sharply, concerned about the
responsibility we have toward future generations of Christians.

Pope Alexander II sent Peter Damian to solve a problem in Ravenna, where
the archbishop had declared himself in open rebellion and had incurred
excommunication. Unfortunately, the saint arrived after the prelate had
died, but such was his example of justice and charity in fraternal correction
that the accomplices of the rebel recognized their error, assumed their
penance, and reformed their conduct. On his way back to Rome, Peter
Damian fell ill during his stay in a monastery on the outskirts of Faenza and
died there on Feb. 22, 1072. He was declared a doctor of the Church in 1828
by Pope Leo XII.

His feast day is February 21.

Saint of the week

San Pedro Damian

San Pedro Damidn nacié en el aiio 1007 en Ravena, Italia. Perdid a sus
padres siendo muy joven y quedoé al cuidado de un hermano que no lo
trataba bien. Otro hermano, arcipreste de Ravena, se compadecio de ély se
encargd de su educacion. A su lado, Pedro se sentia como un hijo, por lo que
decidi6é tomar como apellido el nombre de este hermano, “Damiani”.

Damidn envi6 al muchacho a la escuela, primero en Faenza y luego en
Parma. Demostré ser un alumno apto y con el tiempo se convirtié en un
maestro y profesor de gran capacidad. Mostré una inclinacién cada vez
mayor a la oracion, la meditacion y el ayuno, al mismo tiempo que era
generoso con aquellos a quienes Dios mas amaba: los pobres. El santo
compartia su comida con los hambrientos, acogiéndolos en su casa.

El camino espiritual de Pedro Damidn comenzo6 con los benedictinos.
Entusiasmado por la reforma de san Romualdo (951-1027), se hizo monje
en el monasterio de Fonte Avellana. Movido por un fervor muy grande,
Pedro se entrego a la practica de las disciplinas y rigores mas duros. Vestia
cilicio y se alimentaba solo con pan y agua. Su cuerpo se debilito, lo que le
hizo comprender que en la mayoria de los casos la paciencia puede ser la
mejor penitencia.

A la muerte del abad del monasterio de Fonte Avellana, Pedro asumié como
prior. Su deseo de fortalecer y mejorar la vida de los monjes se concretd
en reformas que dieron buenos resultados. Fundo cinco comunidades mas
de eremitas benedictinos, al tiempo que animaba a los monjes a buscar
siempre el espiritu de silencio, caridad y humildad. Santo Domingo Loricato
y san Juan de Lodji, sus discipulos, son hijos de aquellas reformas.

En 1057 Pedro Damian fue creado cardenal y obispo de Ostia, renunciando a
lo que maés le agradaba: su vida en silencio y soledad. Su buen nombre llego
a ser conocido por todos, y aumenté considerablemente el contacto que ya
tenia con la Curia romana, e incluso con el Papa. Escribié numerosas cartas
criticando la “simonia” —la compra de bienes espirituales como si fueran
bienes materiales, que incluia los oficios eclesiasticos, la celebracion de los
sacramentos, los sacramentales, el comercio de reliquias y las promesas de
oracién—. Escribio el lamado Libro de Gomorra (titulo que alude a la ciudad
de Gomorra del Antiguo Testamento) y se pronunci6 enérgicamente contra
las costumbres impuras de su tiempo. También escribi6 sobre los deberes
de los clérigos y monjes, a quienes recomendaba la disciplina espiritual en
lugar del ayuno prolongado.

“Es imposible restaurar la disciplina una vez que ha caido en decadencia;
si nosotros, por negligencia, permitimos que las reglas caigan en desuso,
las generaciones futuras no podran volver a la observancia primitiva.
“Cuidémonos de incurrir en semejante falta y transmitamos fielmente
a nuestros sucesores el legado de nuestros predecesores”, escribié con
dureza el santo, preocupado por la responsabilidad que tenemos hacia las
futuras generaciones de cristianos.

El papa Alejandro II envié a Pedro Damidn a resolver un problema en
Révena, donde el arzobispo se habia declarado en abierta rebelion y habia
incurrido en excomunion. Lamentablemente, el santo llegd después de
la muerte del prelado, pero fue tal su ejemplo de justicia y caridad en la
correccién fraterna que los complices del rebelde reconocieron su error,
asumieron su penitencia y reformaron su conducta. De regreso a Roma,
Pedro Damidn enfermo durante su estancia en un monasterio en las afueras
de Faenza y murio alli el 22 de febrero de 1072. Fue declarado doctor de la
Iglesia en 1828 por el papa Leon XII.

Su festividad es el 21 de febrero.
